At concerts in three of Tasmania’s loveliest and most historic churches in Hobart’s Battery Point and the villages of
Oatlands and Westbury, Hopkinson Smith will perform the exquisitely melancholic music of the 16th Century English
composer, John Dowland, himself the leading lutenist of his day.

A Harvard musicology scholar, Hopkinson Smith has lived and worked in Europe for the past three decades, focusing
primarily on solo music for early plucked instruments including the vihuela, Renaissance lute, theorbo, Renaissance
and baroque guitars and the baroque lute.

He has attracted critical acclaim for more than 20 solo recordings of early music composers in a career spanning
more than three decades and regularly performs concerts and master classes on the stages of Eastern and Western
Europe and in North and South America.

**During Ten Days on the Island, early music enthusiasts will also have the rare opportunity to take part in an
International Music Seminar featuring Hopkinson Smith and special guests, John Griffiths, the Head of Melbourne
University’s Early Music Studio, Rosemary Hodgson, one of Australia’s leading exponents of early plucked
instruments, and William Bower, a Tutor in Lute & Guitar at New Zealand’s Victoria University.
